Georgia Driver Education Commission Grant Program

As Administered by the Georgia Governor’s Office of Highway Safety 

In Support of Joshua’s Law Provisions and Department of Driver Services 

Eligible Applicants: Georgia Public High Schools.

Schools may also submit a joint application where it is geographically and economically advantageous to do so. Public schools are allowed to propose partnerships with one another, as well as to propose partnerships with for-profit and not-for-profit driver training schools to offer driver simulation instructions to enhance existing programs.   Similarly, public high schools may propose partnerships with community technical colleges that offer driver training.

Equipment Offer:  One (1) Driver Training Motor Vehicle and Six (6) Driver Training Simulators.  Applicants may submit proposals for all or fewer pieces of the available equipment.

Grant Goal:  To generate the highest return on the Georgia Driver Education Commission (GDEC) investment in driver education and training and thereby improve the performance of beginning high school licensed drivers and to improve the availability of affordable quality driver education programs.  Grant purchased equipment which has a useful life remaining and is valued at $5000 or more is subject to be reclaimed and reallocated to grantees where the property can continue to serve the mission of the GDEC.
Grant Objectives
To provide to selected public high school applicants driver training equipment that can best describe in a written letter type proposal the desire, need and effective use of such equipment for driver safety training of high school students and meet the grant application requirements listed in this document.
To promote, aid and encourage the successful completion of a Georgia Department of Driver Services (DDS) approved driver training course for high school students who desire to qualify for a Georgia Class D driver’s license as required per O.C.G.A.§ 40-5-22, also known as Joshua’s Law.
To promote the advancement of the GDEC mission with a grant program which is administered by the Governor’s Office of Highway Safety (GOHS) in cooperation with the DDS that is designed to facilitate knowledge and application of traffic safety rules, regulations, and procedures necessary for the safety of licensed beginning drivers and users of the Georgia roadways.

Driver Training Equipment to Be Reallocated
· One (1) driver training motor vehicle with a dual braking system  - 2007 Pontiac G 6 with 17,349 miles, good working condition.
· Six (6) desktop type simulators – Simulator Systems International 4000 model series in good working condition.
For specification details about the simulator models, it is recommended that the potential applicant obtain this information from the simulator manufacturer.  Interested applicants may review features of these 4000 model series simulators on the manufacturers’ website which is www.simulatorsystems.com. 

The prospective equipment grantee must handle the details associated with the relocation and installation of the property.  All the equipment is at school sites within the state of Georgia.  The specific pick-up locations and owner transfer details will be revealed along with discussions for finalizing the pick-up. 
Special Applicant Considerations

· If driver education is not available within a 40 mile radius, the applicant should indicate that in the application.

· If the school location is outside a metropolitan statistical area, the applicant should indicate that in the application.

Application Requirements
GOHS will rank the applications and propose an award to the applicant(s) which best meet the grant goal, objectives, and criteria for the equipment reallocation.

The application must detail the specific target number of potential students that will be served annually through the use of the driver training equipment 

The application must identify the specific use site location and propose how the equipment will be utilized most effectively.

The application must include statements to the extent possible of the proposed plan to remove, transport and install the equipment for its intended use by a specific target date.

The application must include a plan to announce receipt of the equipment and its benefit to the community. Media sources should be identified and a sample press release is recommended.

The application should include statements regarding a self-sufficiency plan to assure the GDEC that there is high likelihood that the equipment will continue being used after the award year.

Applications will be accepted only from authorizing officials such as school superintendents, principals, or local board of education representatives.  The application should include the officials’ names, positions, school name, addresses, email addresses, telephone and fax numbers.  
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
