According to data from 2004 through 2006, Bartow County experienced relatively higher numbers of crashes, injuries and fatalities, especially for a county its size.  However, these large numbers are more consistent with Bartow County’s high volume of vehicle-miles-traveled (11th highest in state); this combination results in rates that are much more moderate.  Bartow County’s fatalities have increased slightly and show signs of leveling off.  Nonetheless, in 2007, Bartow County did experience 32 fatalities, up from 26 the year before and above the three-year average.  Early data from the first four months of 2008 show only four fatalities.
