Bartow County
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With a county seat in the City of Cartersville, Bartow boasts a population approaching 100,000 residents. In a county where the median age is just 33.7 years old, the leading industry is manufacturing, which employs 30 percent of the labor force.  Some of the bigger employers include Shaw Industries, Trinity Rail Operations, Georgia Power Plant Bowen and Gerdau Ameristeel.   An overall cost of business at nine percent lower than the national average has also attracted smaller businesses, including doctors, dentists and attorneys, to the northwest Georgia county. 
But it’s not all about work in Bartow. The county also blends retail and tourism into its burgeoning economy. One of the largest counties in the state at 471 square miles, Bartow also features several historic and tourist attractions such as Red Top Mountain State Park, Lake Allatoona, the Etowah Indian Mounds, Booth Western Art Museum and Barnsley Gardens Resort.

Located adjacent to interstate 75, Bartow County also offers quick access to both Atlanta to the south and Chattanooga, TN, to the north.
