According to data from 2004 through 2006, Paulding County is characterized by numbers and rates that are about average for a county its size.  However, the county has recently experienced an alarming trend in fatality increases.  In 2006, Paulding County experienced 22 fatalities – a 300% increase over 2005 (seven fatalities).  Unofficial numbers from 2007 show at least 26 fatalities (an 18% increase over the previous year).  Based upon the first four months of 2008, Paulding County projects approximately 36 fatalities for the year.

36 Fatalities in 2008 would equate to a fatality rate of approximately 3.80 fatalities per 100M VMT – more than double the three-year average from 2004 through 2006 and very high for a county the size of Paulding.
