Known for both its Civil War history and natural resources such as the Silver Comet Trail, Paulding also adds both an educational and healthy advantage to every-day life, but residents also have easy access to nearby attractions. Paulding’s location makes it a neighbor to the “ABC Triangle”, a region that connects Atlanta, Chattanooga, TN and Birmingham, AL.  With a direct route to Hartsfield-Jackson International Airport via Highway 278, Paulding residents and visitors can find anything at home, in their state’s capital or anywhere in between.

Businesses in Paulding County have also been able to take advantage of everything Paulding has to offer. The county recently received the 2007 Excellence in Economic Development Award from the U.S. Economic Development Administration for its Master Plan for the new general aviation airport.
