Traffic Engineering for Police

(16 Hours)
The traffic officer included in highway

safety and traffic enforcement is required to

understand the relationship of motor vehicle

crashes to the roadway and traffic

conditions. The officer is then required to

communicate their opinion to the Traffic

Safety Engineer. Accurate communication

requires a common bond of language

between enforcement and engineering. This

program provides that bond.

This 20-hour program is intended for traffic

officers, traffic homicide investigators,

community oriented police officers and

traffic supervisors. It will also benefit traffic

crash reconstruction specialists. The officers

should possess some knowledge of traffic

crash investigation and the assembling of

crash data and be familiar with hazardous

location analysis.

• Interchanges and freeways

• Roadway curvature/superelevation

• Left turn lane design

• Traffic signal/4-way stop warrants

• Traffic signal timing

• Speed limits

• School drop-off/pick-ups
